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Swanage Primary School Uniform Policy
1. Purpose
At Swanage Primary School, we believe that school uniform:
· Promotes a sense of belonging and pride in our school community 
· Helps children feel included and equal 
· Supports high standards and positive attitudes to learning 
· Ensures children are dressed safely and appropriately for school activities 
We ask all families to support this policy so that children arrive at school ready to learn.

2. School Uniform Expectations
Children should wear clean, smart, practical clothing that is suitable for the school day.
Uniform Option 1
· V-neck or round neck jumper, cardigan, or sleeveless jumper (school logo optional) 
· White polo shirt 
· Charcoal grey trousers or shorts 
· Grey or black socks 
· Black shoes or smart black boots (trainers are not permitted) 
Uniform Option 2
· V-neck or round neck jumper or cardigan (school logo optional) 
· White polo shirt or blouse 
· Charcoal grey skirt, culottes, trousers, or pinafore dress (winter) 
· Red gingham dress (summer) 
· Plain red, grey, or black tights 
· Grey, white, or black socks 
· Black shoes or smart black boots (trainers are not permitted) 

3. PE Kit
Children should come to school in the correct PE kit on their allocated PE days, where this is part of school practice.
PE kit should include:
· Red T-shirt (school logo optional) 
· Dark or navy shorts 
· Dark (black or blue) tracksuit bottoms or leggings for colder weather
· Black plimsolls or trainers 
· Red school hoodie or plain-coloured tracksuit for colder weather 
· Red Fleece
To ensure consistency and safety:
· Football kits are not permitted 
· Branded sportswear should be avoided 
· Jewellery should not be worn for PE (see Section 5) 

4. Hair, Accessories and Appearance
We expect all children to present themselves in a way that is safe, practical and suitable for school.
Hair
· Long hair must be tied back, particularly for PE, practical activities and health and safety reasons 
· Extreme hairstyles, patterns shaved into hair, or dyed hair are not appropriate for primary school 
Hair Accessories
Hair bands, clips and accessories should be:
· Small and practical 
· In school colours (red, white, grey, black) 
· Safe and suitable for the school day 
Large bows, novelty items or accessories that may distract from learning should be avoided.

5. Jewellery and Personal Items
For safety reasons:
· Jewellery should be kept to a minimum 
· Stud earrings and watches may be worn 
· Earrings must be removed or covered for PE and physical activity 
· Necklaces, bracelets and rings should not be worn to school unless for medical or religious reasons agreed with the school 
Children should not bring valuable items to school.

6. Footwear
Children should wear:
· Black school shoes or smart black boots 
The following are not suitable:
· Trainers (except for PE) 
· Heeled shoes 
· Open-toe sandals 
· Fashion boots not suitable for active play 
Children need safe, sensible footwear for moving around school and playing outdoors.

7. Weather and Practical Considerations
Families should ensure children are dressed appropriately for the weather, including:
· A suitable waterproof coat 
· Sun hats in warmer weather if needed 
· Clearly named jumpers, coats and PE kits 
Outdoor learning and play are an important part of school life, so children should be dressed for all conditions.

8. Labelling
All clothing, shoes, coats and PE kit should be clearly named.
This helps us return lost items quickly and reduces unnecessary replacement costs.

9. Financial Considerations and Equality
We are committed to ensuring that our uniform is affordable and accessible.
· Branded items are optional unless otherwise stated 
· Branded items can be purchased through AF Joy
· Families may purchase uniform from a range of suppliers 
· Good quality second-hand uniform may be available through school 
If families are experiencing financial difficulty, they are encouraged to speak to the school confidentially so that support can be explored.

10. Roles and Responsibilities
Parents and Carers
Parents and carers are responsible for ensuring that:
· Their child attends school in the correct uniform 
· Clothing is clean, practical and named 
School Staff
Staff will:
· Promote the policy fairly and consistently 
· Support families where needed 
· Address concerns sensitively and proportionately 

11. Monitoring and Review
This policy will be reviewed regularly by school leaders and governors to ensure it remains fair, practical and in line with school values.
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
